猪胴体综合价从2月中旬至上周连续五周走高，但本周小幅走低，环比下跌0.01美元至0.99美元/

磅，该价格较去年同期上涨3%，较2024年同期上涨7%。

本周猪胴体各初级分割部位价格环比变动方面：前腿（picnic）上涨3%，五花（belly）和肋排

（rib）上涨1%，颈肩（butt）保持平稳，后腿（ham）下跌4%，腰脊（loin）下跌1%。

重磅带骨后腿价格从去年11月下旬至12月前三周呈现季节性上涨，在12月中旬达到1.07美元/磅，

为去年9月中旬以来最高水平。随后在12月下旬至1月初的三周内连续下跌，1月中旬有所反弹。

从1月下旬到2月中旬，价格维持在0.85至0.86美元/磅之间，随后在月底小幅下跌至0.84美元/磅。3

月前两周带骨后腿价格每周均出现小幅上涨，但本周价格回调6%至0.80美元/磅，该价格较去年

同期下跌13%，较2024年同期上涨9%，为1月第二周以来最低水平，该产品的价格通常在复活节

备货完成后出现短暂回落。

现货去骨箱装去骨后腿肉价格因交易量清淡而波动较大。本周交易量为4.2万磅，低于上周的

5.6万磅，但高于两周前的3.8万磅。本周价格在1.39美元/磅至2.05美元/磅之间波动，平均为1.49

美元/磅，该价格较上周和去年同期均下跌1%，但较2024年同期上涨2%。

过去几周，拉动猪胴体综合价同比上涨的主要动力来自五花价格的上涨。本周，胴体综合价涨

幅折算成每头猪的价值增量为7.77美元，而五花部位对价值增量的贡献为7.05美元，占整体涨

幅的91%。上周，9-13磅箱装去皮猪五花肉平均价格为2.97美元/磅，为去年10月初以来最高水

平。本周该产品价格下跌2%至2.92美元/磅，仍较去年同期上涨6%，较2024年同期上涨13%。本

周，13-17磅去皮猪五花肉价格小幅上涨至1.90美元/磅，为去年9月下旬以来最高水平，该价格

较去年同期上涨15%，较2024年同期上涨24%。

本周猪肉预估产量为5.441亿磅，环比下降1.5%，同比增长3.5%。本周生猪屠宰量为249.1万头，

环比下降1.6%，同比增长2.8%。

本周生猪宰前均重293磅，环比增加1磅，同比增加2磅。宰后胴体均重218磅，环比持平，同比

增加1磅。

上周五，生猪现货均价环比小幅上涨0.1%，本周五较上周五环比下跌1.44美元/百磅，均价为

90.38美元/百磅。

精选级牛胴体综合价在2月中旬小幅走低，随后在过去的四周持续上涨。本周精选级牛胴体综合

价环比上涨1.5%，再次突破4美元/磅，达到4.02美元/磅，创下自去年9月中旬以来的最高水平。受

创纪录的国内需求和产量下降支撑，当前价格较去年同期上涨23%，较2024年同期上涨28%。

本周精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价差从上周的7.14美元/百磅小幅收窄至7.07美元/百磅，低于去年

同期的16.56美元/百磅和2024年同期的10.06美元/百磅。自去年11月初以来，谷饲牛肉产量中可选

级的占比一直低于极佳级。截至3月14日当周（最新可用数据），可选级占比仅为7.9%，而极佳

级占比为15.6%（精选级占比为73.22%）。极佳级占比最初报告为3月7日当周创下16.5%的纪录，

但美国农业部本周将该数据修正为15.2%。在过去19周的数据中，极佳级占比每周均高于13%，其

中有11周超过14%。如果本周15.6%的极佳级占比预估数据得以确认，这将创下新的历史纪录（高

于3月7日当周修正后的15.2%）。

本周精选级牛胴体各初级分割部位价格环比变化情况：胸腹（short plate）上涨7%、前胸（brisket）

上涨4%、肋脊（rib）上涨3%、腹胁（flank）上涨3%、腰脊（loin）上涨2%、肩胛（chuck）维稳、

后腿（round）下跌1%。

精选级修清去骨牛胸肉价格已连续四周上涨。本周价格上涨3.5%至4.70美元/磅，较去年同期和

2024年同期均上涨36%，为去年9月第一周以来的最高价格。该产品的价格通常会在春季季节性上

涨，并在6月中旬（独立日前夕）、8月（劳动节前夕）和年底前达到高点。去年，去骨牛胸肉的

价格在7月初达到4.95美元/磅的年度高点。

50%牛碎肉价格从年初至2月初呈上涨趋势，随后在2月中旬小幅回落。过去三周价格强劲上涨，

两周前上涨5%，上周上涨11%，本周上涨7%。本周价格达到1.91美元/磅，较去年同期上涨58%，

较2024年同期上涨80%，为去年7月底以来的最高水平。

90%牛碎肉价格曾在去年9月初创下4.35美元/磅的纪录，随后至12月中旬总体呈下行趋势，但此后

再次呈上涨趋势，上周回升至4.35美元/磅的纪录高位。本周价格再涨1%，达到4.39美元/磅，创下

新的历史纪录，该价格较去年同期上涨15%，较2024年同期上涨31%。由于美国母牛屠宰量减少

，瘦牛肉供应持续趋近，而需求保持强劲，对价格形成支撑。进口90%瘦肉率牛肉碎肉价格在11

月中旬达到4.01美元/磅的纪录高位，此后已从该高点回落（尽管仍处于历史高位）。本周价格较

上周微涨0.3%，平均为3.87美元/磅，较去年同期上涨21%，较2024年同期上涨39%。

本周牛肉预估产量为4.553亿磅，环比下降3.0%，同比下降6.0%。2026年年初至今产量同比下降

5.6%。

本周预估屠宰量为50.8万头，环比下降3.2%，同比下降9.0%。2026年年初至今屠宰量同比下降7.9%。

本周牛只宰前均重为1,473磅，环比增加4磅，同比增加43磅。胴体均重898磅，环比增加2磅，同

比增加27磅。

本周活牛现货均价为234.05美元/百磅，较上周五微跌0.72美元/百磅。

受市场对油价上涨的广泛担忧影响，活牛期货合约价格在过去几周下跌。本周行情逆转，合约价

格较上周五小幅上涨：4月合约：234.05美元（较上周五上涨3.15美元），6月合约：233.43美元（

上涨4.48美元），8月合约：230.83美元（上涨4.00美元）。

2026年3月6日至12日，美国牛肉出口量13,571吨，环比增加19%，其中对华出口为0。

미농무부(USDA)는 지난 주, WASDE (세계농산물 수급전망) 최신 보고서를 발표했다.

이번 보고서에서 2025년 미국의 소고기 생산량은 9월 보고서의 내용을 하향 (-0.3%) 조정하며 2024년 대비 4.6% 감소한 1,168만 톤으로 예측했다. 
2025년 미국의 소고기 수출량은 4월 보고서에서 대중국 수출 장벽을 이유로 전 년 대비 10.6% 감소할 것으로 예상하며 크게 하향 조정했다. 이후 8
월과 9월 보고서에서는 각각 10.8%와 12.1% 감소를 예상하며 전망치를 추가로 낮추었고 11월 보고서에서도 다시 하향 조정되며 2024년 대비 12.5% 
감소할 것으로 전망했다. 

2025년 미국의 돼지고기 생산량은 8월 보고서까지 전 년 대비 증가할 것으로 예상했으나, 6월 이후 나타난 전 년 대비 도축두수 및 생산량 감소 추세에 
따라 연간 전망치를 하향 조정했다. 9월 보고서에서 2025년 생산량이 전 년 대비 0.8% 감소할 것으로 예상한 데 이어, 이번 11월 보고서에서도 추가 
하향 (-0.3%) 조정하며 2024년 대비 1.1% 감소한 1,246만 8,000톤으로 전망했다. 2025년 돼지고기 수출량은 지난 3월 보고서까지 역대 최고치를 
기록할 것으로 전망했으나, 중국의 보복 관세에 따라 전망치를 하향 조정했다. 이번 11월 보고서는 전월보고서의 내용을 변동 없이 유지하며 2024년 
대비 2.0% 감소할 것으로 전망했다.

USDA Status report

美国农业部上周发布了截至2月28日的牲畜屠宰报告（屠宰及产量数据）和截至3月1日的育肥牛存栏报告。2026年2月（生产天数与2025年相同），美国牛

肉产量总计19.3亿磅，同比下降4%。月度牛只屠宰量217万头，同比下降7%，平均宰前活重1,466磅，同比增加34磅。同期，美国猪肉产量为22亿磅，同比

略有下降。月度生猪屠宰量1,010万头，同比下降1%，平均宰前活重292磅，同比增加1磅。

存栏能力在1000头及以上育肥场的育肥牛存栏量同比基本持平，为1,150万头。2月补栏量161万头，同比增长3.7%，同期出栏量152万头，同比下降6.8%。

The pork cutout trended higher for five weeks from mid-February through last week, but this 
week, the cutout edged lower and decreased by $0.01 from last week to $0.99/lb., which was 
up 3% from last year and up 7% from 2024. 

Compared to last week, values increased for the picnic (+3%), belly (+1%), and rib primals 
(+1%), while the butt primal value was steady. Values decreased for the ham (-4%) and loin 
(-1%) primals. 

Heavy bone-in ham prices trended seasonally higher from late November through the first 
three weeks of December and reached $1.07/lb. in mid-December, which was the highest 
since mid-September. Prices then decreased for the three weeks from late December through 
early January before rebounding somewhat in mid-January. From late January through 
mid-February, prices held between $0.85 and $0.86/lb., before edging down to $0.84/lb. at the 
end of the month. Prices increased slightly each week for the first two weeks of March, but this 
week, prices adjusted down 6% to $0.80/lb., which was down 13% from last year but up 9% 
from 2024. This was the lowest price since the second week of January as prices typically dip 
briefly once Easter needs have been filled. 

Reported spot boneless, boxed rollout ham prices can be volatile on thin trading volumes. This 
week, the trading volume was 42,000 lbs., down from 56,000 lbs. last week but up from 38,000 
lbs. two weeks ago. Prices traded in a range between $1.39 and $2.05/lb. this week for an 
average of $1.49/lb., which was down 1% from last week. This week, prices were down 1% 
from last year but were up 2% from 2024. 

For the last few weeks, the higher year-over-year pork cutout prices have been driven by 
increases for the belly primal. This week, the belly primal contributed $7.05 more on a per hog 
basis compared to last year, which was 91% of the total year-over-year increase of $7.77/hog. 
Last week, prices for 9-13 lb. boxed derind bellies averaged $2.97/lb., the highest since the 
beginning of October. This week, prices trended down 2% to $2.92/lb., up 6% from last year 
and up 13% from 2024. This week, prices for 13–17 lb. derind bellies edged slightly higher to 
$1.90/lb., which was the highest since late September. Prices were up 15% from last year and 
up 24% from 2024. 

Weekly estimated pork production was 544.1 million lbs., down 1.5% from last week but up 
3.5% from last year.   

Weekly hog slaughter was 2.491 million head, down 1.6% from last week but up 2.8% from 
last year.   

Live weights averaged 293 lbs., up 1 lb. from last week and up 2 lbs. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 218 lbs., steady with last week and up 1 lb. from last year. 

Last Friday, cash hog prices edged up just 0.1% from the previous week. This week, cash hog 
prices averaged $90.38/cwt on Friday, down 1.6% or -$1.44/cwt from last Friday.  

The further out lean hog futures contracts traded at: April: $91.28 (-$2.17 from last Friday), 
May: $95.74 (-$2.67), June: $104.48 (-$2.90), and July: $106.70 (-$2.60). 

From March 6 to 12, 2026, U.S. pork exports decreased 8% from the previous week to 35,674 
tons, of which exports to China was 3,262 tons, down 11% from the previous week.

The Choice beef cutout then edged lower in mid-February, but it has moved higher over the last four 
weeks. This week, the Choice cutout increased by 1.5% from last week and again topped $4/lb. at 
$4.02/lb. This was the highest Choice cutout since mid-September and was up 23% from last year 
and up 28% from 2024 as prices continue to be supported by record domestic demand and lower 
production levels. 

The Choice/Select spread narrowed slightly from $7.14/cwt last week to $7.07/cwt this week. The 
Choice/Select spread was down from $16.56/cwt last year and from $10.06/cwt in 2024. The share 
of fed beef production grading Select has been lower than the share grading Prime since the begin-
ning of November. For the week ending March 14 (the latest available data), the Select grading per-
cent was only 7.9% compared to 15.6% for Prime (and 73.22% for Choice). The Prime grading per-
cent was initially reported at a record 16.5% for the week ending March 7, but USDA revised that 
number to 15.2% this week. The Prime grading percentage has been above 13% every week for 
the past 19 weeks of data, and during that time period, the share of fed beef production grading 
Prime was over 14% for 11 weeks. If the Prime grading percent estimate of 15.6% this week holds, 
that will be a new record high (above the 15.2% corrected percentage for the week ending March 
7). 

Compared to last week, values increased for the Choice flank (+7%), brisket (+4%), rib (+3%), short 
plate (+3%), and loin (+2%) primals. The Choice chuck primal value was steady, while the Choice 
round primal value decreased 1%. 

Wholesale Choice deckle-off, boneless brisket prices have been increasing for the last four weeks. 
This week, prices increased by 3.5% to $4.70/lb., which was up 36% from last year and from 2024. 
This was the highest prices since the first week of September. Prices typically increase seasonally 
in the spring and spike to highs in mid-June ahead of 4th of July, in August ahead of Labor Day, and 
at the end of the year. Last year, prices reached a high for the year of $4.95/lb. in early July. 

50% beef trim prices trended higher from the beginning of the year through early February, before 
dipping modestly in mid-February. Prices have been strongly increasing over the past three weeks, 
with prices increasing 5% two weeks ago, 11% last week, and 7% this week. This week prices 
reached $1.91/lb., up 58% from last year and up 80% from 2024. This was the highest price since 
the end of July. 

90% beef trim prices reached a previous record of $4.35/lb. at the beginning of September. Prices 
then trended mostly lower through mid-December, but prices have been trending mostly higher 
since then, and last week were back to the record high level of $4.35/lb. Prices increased another 
1% this week to reach a new record high of $4.39/lb., which was up 15% from last year and up 31% 
from 2024. Demand remains strong and supplies are tighter for domestic lean beef due to smaller 
cow slaughter. Imported 90% beef trim prices reached a record $4.01/lb. in mid-November, but 
prices have adjusted down from that record (although they remain historically high). Prices edged 
up 0.3% from last week to an average of $3.87/lb. this week, which was up 21% from last year and 
up 39% from 2024. Imported beef trim from countries except Mexico and Canada was subject to an 
additional reciprocal duty of at least 10% from April through mid-November 2025 when President 
Trump ordered the immediate removal of reciprocal tariffs on beef (among other select products), 
so 90% lean imports no longer have an additional tariff. And beef is exempt from the temporary 10% 
global tariff imposed since February 24. 

Weekly estimated beef production was 455.3 million lbs., down 3.0% from last week and down 
6.0% from last year. 2026 year-to-date production was down 5.6% from last year.   

Weekly estimated slaughter was 508,000 head, down 3.2% from last week and down 9.0% from 
last year. Year-to-date slaughter was down 7.9% from last year.   

Live weights averaged 1,473 lbs., up 4 lbs. from last week and up 43 lbs. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 898 lbs., up 2 lbs. from last week and up 27 lbs. from last year. 

Cash steer prices edged down $0.72/cwt from last Friday to an average of $234.05/cwt. 

Live cattle futures contracts traded lower over the past few weeks around broader market concerns 
of higher oil prices. That turned around this week as contracts traded modestly higher compared to 
last Friday: April: $234.05 (+$3.15 from last Friday), June: $233.43 (+$4.48), and August: $230.83 
(+$4.00). 

From March 6 to 12, 2026, U.S. beef exports increased 19% from the previous week to 13,571 tons, 
of which exports to China was 0.

미농무부(USDA)는 지난 주, WASDE (세계농산물 수급전망) 최신 보고서를 발표했다.

이번 보고서에서 2025년 미국의 소고기 생산량은 9월 보고서의 내용을 하향 (-0.3%) 조정하며 2024년 대비 4.6% 감소한 1,168만 톤으로 예측했다. 
2025년 미국의 소고기 수출량은 4월 보고서에서 대중국 수출 장벽을 이유로 전 년 대비 10.6% 감소할 것으로 예상하며 크게 하향 조정했다. 이후 8
월과 9월 보고서에서는 각각 10.8%와 12.1% 감소를 예상하며 전망치를 추가로 낮추었고 11월 보고서에서도 다시 하향 조정되며 2024년 대비 12.5% 
감소할 것으로 전망했다. 

2025년 미국의 돼지고기 생산량은 8월 보고서까지 전 년 대비 증가할 것으로 예상했으나, 6월 이후 나타난 전 년 대비 도축두수 및 생산량 감소 추세에 
따라 연간 전망치를 하향 조정했다. 9월 보고서에서 2025년 생산량이 전 년 대비 0.8% 감소할 것으로 예상한 데 이어, 이번 11월 보고서에서도 추가 
하향 (-0.3%) 조정하며 2024년 대비 1.1% 감소한 1,246만 8,000톤으로 전망했다. 2025년 돼지고기 수출량은 지난 3월 보고서까지 역대 최고치를 
기록할 것으로 전망했으나, 중국의 보복 관세에 따라 전망치를 하향 조정했다. 이번 11월 보고서는 전월보고서의 내용을 변동 없이 유지하며 2024년 
대비 2.0% 감소할 것으로 전망했다.

USDA Status report

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) released its Livestock Slaughter report (slaughter and production) as of February 28 and its Cattle on Feed 
report as of March 1 last week. In February 2026, which had the same number of production days as 2025, U.S. beef production totaled 1.93 billion 
pounds, down 4% year-over-year. Monthly cattle slaughter declined 7% year-over-year to 2.17 million head, while average live weight increased by 34 
pounds year-over-year to 1,466 pounds. During the same period, U.S. pork production recorded 2.2 billion pounds, slightly down from the previous year. 
Monthly hog slaughter decreased 1% year-over-year to 10.1 million head, while average live weight increased by 1 pound year-over-year to 292 pounds. 
The inventory of cattle on feed in feedlots with a capacity of 1,000 head or more remained largely unchanged year-over-year at 11.5 million head. Place-
ments in February increased 3.7% year-over-year to 1.61 million head, while marketings during the same period decreased 6.8% year-over-year to 1.52 
million head.
