           猪胴体初级分割部位

本周各初级分割部位价格环比变化方面：五花(Belly)上涨4%、后腿(Ham)上涨3%、前腿(Picnic)

上涨1%；脊背(Loin)持平；肋排(Rib)下跌3%、颈肩(Butt)下跌4%（颈肩从4月中旬到上周呈上

涨趋势，肋排从3月中旬到上周也呈上涨趋势）。

           带骨与去骨后腿肉批发价格

重磅带骨后腿价格在4月中旬达到0.92美元/磅，为12月以来最高。随后价格持续下跌至5月中旬，

当周均价0.81美元/磅。两周前价格开始反弹，当周上涨2%，上周上涨5%，本周再次上涨2%至

0.88美元/磅，但仍较去年同期下跌16%，较2024年同期下跌3%。

现货去骨箱装精修后腿肉价格因交易量清淡而波动较大。本周交易量为4万磅，高于上周的2.7

万磅，但低于两周前的8万磅。本周价格在1.36美元/磅至2.11美元/磅之间，均价为1.48美元/磅。

上周价格大幅反弹19.5%，本周则下跌7%。本周价格较去年同期下跌15%，但较2024年同期上涨

7%。

           前腿肉批发价格

带骨前腿批发价格在3月底4月初跃升至1.06美元/磅，为1月第一周以来最高。随后价格回调走

2025年9月第一周，精选级牛胴体综合价达到创纪录的4.14美元/磅。从11月初到1月初，价格连

续九周下跌，但随后精选级牛胴体综合价在截至2月初的五周内走高，随后在2月中旬价格小幅

走低，之后上涨四周，在3月中旬达到4.02美元/磅，为9月中旬以来的最高水平。随后三周价格

温和走低，直至4月中旬企稳。此后价格呈上涨趋势，本周较上周微涨0.2%至3.94美元/磅，为3

月下旬以来最高。在创纪录的国内需求和较低产量的支撑下，价格较去年同期上涨8%，较2024

年同期上涨25%。

           精选级与可选级胴体综合价差

本周精选级与可选级胴体综合价差从上周的5.76美元/百磅扩大至10.01美元/百磅，为去年12月以

来最大价差（因为烧烤季的到来，对精选级牛排部位的需求出现季节性增长）。相比之下，去

年同期的价差为8.77美元/百磅，2024年同期为13.84美元/百磅。年初至今，谷饲牛肉产量中可选

级的占比仅为8.6%，低于去年的12.3%；精选级占比为72.9%，略低于去年的73.0%。截至5月30日

当周，可选级占比仅为8.2%，低于去年同期的11.6%。

           极佳级牛肉

谷饲牛肉产量中极佳级的占比较去年已经很高的水平大幅上升。从1月到5月30日当周（最新可用

数据），极佳级占比为15.6%，高于去年的11.7%。过去13周中有12周极佳级占比超过15%（过去7

周中有6周超过17%）。截至5月9日当周的预估占比达到创纪录的17.14%；5月16日当周的预估占

比被小幅上调至17.2%，再创新高；截至5月23日当周预估占比为17.07%，截至5月30日当周预估

占比为17.19%。截至5月29日当周，极佳级牛胴体综合价为4.02美元/磅，较去年同期上涨6%，仅

价差仅为16美分/磅，低于去年同期的41美分/磅。

           精选级牛胴体初级分割部位价格

           精选级牛前胸批发价

自2025年年中以来，精选级牛前胸批发价格同比显著偏高。年初至今，精选牛前胸价格在4月下

旬达到5.00美元/磅的高点，较去年同期上涨34%，较2024年同期上涨48%。通常该产品的价格会

从4月开始上涨至6月达到峰值，然后在8月下旬劳动节前再次上涨。然而，今年价格并未随着烧

烤季的到来而进一步上涨，反而从4月下旬创纪录的5.00美元/磅小幅走低。本周均价为4.87美元/

磅，较去年同期上涨7%，较2024年同期上涨34%。

           牛碎肉批发价格

50%牛碎肉价格在4月下半月上涨，六周前达到1.92美元/磅，为去年7月以来最高。五周前价格

稳定在1.92美元/磅，随后四周下跌至上周均价1.85美元/磅。本周价格企稳，持稳于1.85美元/磅

，较去年同期上涨39%，较2024年同期上涨135%。

上周，美国国内90%牛碎肉价格达到创纪录的4.60美元/磅。本周价格小幅回落0.7%，均价为4.57

美元/磅，但仍较去年同期上涨19%，较2024年同期上涨28%。由于母牛屠宰量减少，国内瘦牛

肉供应紧张，而需求依然保持强劲，对价格形成支撑。进口90%牛碎肉价格在11月中旬达到创

纪录的4.01美元/磅，此后已从高点回落（但仍处于历史高位）。本周进口90%牛碎肉价格环比

下跌0.5%，均价为3.80美元/磅，为今年1月以来最低。该价格较去年同期上涨13%，较2024年同

期上涨35%。

           牛肉产量、活牛屠宰量及牛只体重

        Pork cutout
The pork cutout trended higher for the second week and edged up 0.7% this week to an aver-
age of $1.00/lb., which was the highest since mid-March. The cutout was down 8% from last 
year and down 1% from 2024. The cutout has been below year-ago levels for the last four 
weeks and below 2024 levels for the last six weeks.  

        Pork primals
Compared to last week, values increased for the pork belly (+4%), ham (+3%), and picnic 
(+1%) primals, while the loin primal held steady. Values decreased for the rib (-3%) and butt 
(-4%) primals, although the butt primal had trended higher from mid-April through last week 
and the rib primal trended higher from mid-March through last week. 

        Wholesale ham (bone-in and boneless) prices
Heavy bone-in ham prices reached $0.92/lb. in mid-April, the highest since December. Prices 
then decreased through mid-May when prices averaged $0.81/lb. for the week ending May 16. 
Prices started to rebound two weeks ago and increased by 2% that week and 5% last week 
before increasing by 2% again this week to $0.88/lb., which was donw 16% from last year and 
down 3% from 2024. Reported spot boneless, boxed rollout ham prices can be volatile on thin 
trading volumes. This week, the trading volume was 40,000 lbs., up from 27,000 lbs. last week 
but down from 80,000 lbs. two weeks ago. Prices traded in a range between $1.36 and 
$2.11/lb. this week for an average of $1.48/lb. This was down 7% from last week after prices 
rebounded 19.5% last week. This week, prices were down 15% from last year but up 7% from 
2024.  

        Wholesale picnic prices
Prices for wholesale bone-in picnics jumped in late March and early April to $1.06/lb., which 
was the highest since the first week of January. Prices then corrected lower but have been 
trending seasonally higher again for the last four weeks. This week, prices averaged $1.05/lb., 
up 4% from last week. Prices were down 2% from last year but up 9% from 2024. Prices typi-
cally trend higher through the June, July and into August as demand for processed items like 
sausages and hot dogs picks up for grilling season and as slaughter seasonally decreases. 
Last year, prices peaked at $1.28/lb. in mid-August.  

        Pork production, pork slaughter and Hog weights
Weekly estimated pork production was 530.0 million lbs., up 13.6% from last week(            ) 
and up 4.9% from last year.  

Weekly hog slaughter was 2.428 million head, up 13.6% from last week (         ) and up 3.2% 
from last year.  

Live weights averaged 292 lbs., steady with last week but up 3 lbs. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 218 lbs., also steady with last week but up 3 lbs. from last year.

        Cash hog prices and Lean hog futures
Last Friday cash hog prices held steady with the previous week, and this Friday, cash hog 
prices edged up 0.7% or +$0.62/cwt from last Friday to an average of $93.85/cwt. Lean hog 
futures contracts traded at new contract highs in early March before adjusting lower. This 
week, contracts traded lower and on Friday were at the lowest level since November or De-

      Choice beef cutout
The Choice beef cutout reached a record high of $4.14/lb. the first week of September 2025. 
Prices decreased for nine consecutive weeks from the beginning of November through early 
January, but the Choice cutout then trended higher for five weeks through early February. The 
cutout then edged lower in mid-February, before trending higher for four weeks and reaching 
$4.02/lb. in mid-March, the highest since mid-September. The cutout then trended modestly 
lower over the following three weeks before stabilizing in mid-April. The cutout has since been 
trending higher, and this week, it edged up 0.2% from last week to $3.94/lb., which was the 
highest since late March. Prices were up 8% from last year and up 25% from 2024 as prices 
continue to be supported by record domestic demand and lower production levels.  

      Choice/Select spread
The Choice/Select spread widened from $5.76/cwt last week to $10.01/cwt this week, which 
was the widest spread since December (as demand seasonally increases for Choice steak 
cuts during grilling season). This compared to a spread of $8.77/cwt last year and $13.84/cwt 
in 2024. The share of fed beef production grading Select was only 8.6% year-to-date, down 
from 12.3% last year, while the share grading Choice was 72.9%, down just slightly from 
73.0% last year. For the week ending May 30, only 8.2% of fed beef production graded Select, 
down from 11.6% for the same week last year.     

      Prime beef
The share of fed beef production grading Prime is up massively from last year’s already high 
levels.  From January through the week ending May 30 (the latest available data), 15.6% of 
fed beef production graded Prime, up from 11.7% last year. The share of fed beef production 
grading Prime has been over 15% for 12 out of the last 13 weeks (and has been over 17% for 
six out of the last seven weeks). The share reached a record high of 17.14% in the estimate 
for the week ending May 9, and the estimate for May 16 was revised slightly higher to a new 
record of 17.2%. For the week ending May 23, the share is estimated at 17.07%, and for the 
week ending May 30, it is estimated at 17.19%. For the week ending May 29, the Prime cutout 
averaged $4.02/lb., up 6% from last year and up just 11 cents/lb. from the Choice cutout. 
Year-to-date, the Prime-Choice spread was just 16 cents/lb., down from 41 cents/lb. last year 
on the relative increase in Prime availability.   

      Choice beef primal values
Compared to last week values increased for the Choice rib (+3%), chuck (+1%), and flank 
(+1%) primals, while the loin and round primals were steady. Values trended lower for the 
Choice short plate (-2%) and brisket (-3%) primals. 

      Wholesale Choice beef brisket prices
Wholesale prices for Choice beef prices have been significantly higher year-over-year since 
mid-2025. So far this year, prices reached a high of $5.00/lb. in late April, which was up 34% 
from last year and up 48% from 2024. Usually, prices would trend higher from April to a price 
peak in June and then again in late August ahead of Labor Day. However, this year, prices 
have edged down from the record $5.00/lb. in late April rather than increasing further for grill-
ing/BBQ season. Prices averaged $4.87/lb. this week, up 7% from last year and up 34% from 
2024. 

      Wholesale beef trim prices
50% beef trim prices increased in the second half of April and reached $1.92/lb. six weeks 
ago, which was the highest since July. Prices held steady at $1.92/lb. five weeks ago and then 
decreased for the following four weeks to an average of $1.85/lb. last week. Prices stabilized 
and held at $1.85/lb. again this week, which was up 39% from last year and up 135% from 
2024.

Last week, domestic 90% beef trim prices reached a new record of $4.60/lb. This week, prices 
eased just 0.7% to an average of $4.57/lb., which was up 19% from last year and up 28% from 
2024.  Demand remains strong and supplies are tighter for domestic lean beef due to smaller 
cow slaughter. Imported 90% beef trim prices reached a record $4.01/lb. in mid-November, but 
prices have adjusted down from that record (although they remain historically high). This 
week, imported 90% beef trim prices decreased 0.5% from last week to an average of 
$3.80/lb., which was the lowest since January. Prices were up 13% from last year and up 35% 
from 2024. 

      Beef production, Cattle Slaughter and Cattle Weights
Weekly estimated beef production was 479.1 million lbs., up 19% from last week ,which includ-
ed the Memorial Day holiday but down 4.3% from last year. 2026 year-to-date production was 
down 5.5% from last year. 

Weekly estimated slaughter was 533,000 head, up 19% from last week but down 8.3% from 
last year. Live weights averaged 1,470 lbs., up 1 lb. from last week and up 69 lbs. from last 
year.  Dressed weights averaged 901 lbs., up 1 lb. from last week and up 38 lbs. from last year.

      Cash steer prices and Live Cattle Futures
Cash steer prices rebounded slightly and were up $0.38/cwt or +0.2% from last week at an 
average of $256.38/cwt. Live cattle futures contracts traded at: June: $250.08 (+$1.83 from 
last Friday), August: $241.65(+$2.60), and October: $234.13 (+$3.70).
