           带骨与去骨后腿批发价格

截至5月16日当周均价为0.81美元/磅。三周前价格开始反弹，上周回升至0.88美元/磅。本周价格

环比下跌7%至0.82美元/磅，较去年同期下跌29%，较2024年同期下跌6%。

            精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价

精选级牛胴体综合价于2025年9月第一周达到创纪录的4.14美元/磅。从11月初到1月初，价格连续九

周下跌，但随后精选级牛胴体综合价在截至2月初的五周内走高，之后在2月中旬价格小幅走低，之

后上涨四周，在3月中旬达到4.02美元/磅，为9月中旬以来的最高水平。随后三周价格温和走低，直

至4月中旬企稳。此后价格呈季节性上涨趋势，直至上周达到3.94美元/磅，但本周价格小幅回落

0.2%至均价3.93美元/磅，但仍较去年同期上涨5%，较2024年同期上涨23%。在创纪录的国内需求和

较低产量的持续支撑下，价格保持坚挺。

3月中旬，可选级牛胴体综合价创下3.95美元/磅的历史新高，随后四周呈下跌趋势。4月中旬至5

月中旬，价格小幅回升，但过去四周持续下跌。本周可选级牛胴体综合价环比下跌2%至3.75美元

/磅，为2月以来最低，该价格较去年同期上涨4%，较2024年同期上涨25%。

            精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价差

本周精选级与可选级牛胴体综合价差从上周的10.01美元/百磅扩大至17.37美元/百磅，为去年11月

以来最大价差（因烧烤季到来，对精选级牛排部位的需求出现季节性增长）。相比之下，去年同

期该价差为12.45美元/百磅，2024年同期为17.56美元/百磅。年初至今，谷饲牛肉产量中可选级的

占比仅为8.6%，低于去年的12.3%；精选级占比为72.9%，略低于去年的73.0%。截至6月6日当周，

可选级占比为9.1%，低于去年同期的12.5%。

           极佳级牛肉产量及胴体综合价

谷饲牛肉产量中极佳级的占比较去年已经很高的水平大幅上升。从1月到6月6日当周（最新可用

数据），极佳级占比为15.6%，高于去年的11.7%。过去14周中有13周极佳级占比超过15%（过去8

周中有6周超过17%）。截至5月16日当周的占比达到创纪录的17.21%。截至5月23日当周预估占比

为17.07%，截至5月30日当周预估占比为17.19%。最新一周（截至6月6日）预估占比为16.0%。截至

6月5日当周，极佳级胴体综合价为4.01美元/磅，较去年同期上涨5%，仅比精选级高出9美分/磅。

由于极佳级牛胴体供应相对增加，年初至今极佳级与精选级胴体综合价差仅为16美分/磅，低于去

年同期的40美分/磅。

           精选级牛胴体初级分割部位价格

本周精选级牛胴体初级分割部位价格环比变化方面，肋脊(Rib)上涨3%、腹胁(Flank)上涨1%；前

胸(Brisket)下跌1%、肩胛(Chuck)下跌1%、腰脊(Loin)下跌1%、后腿(Round)下跌1%、胸腹(Short 

Plate)下跌2%。

           精选级上后腰脊臀腰肉批发价格

上后腰脊臀腰肉（Top Sirloin Butt）是牛肉品类中的价格走势较为异常的产品之一，自3月中旬以

来价格总体呈下跌趋势（该产品价格通常会从3月开始季节性上涨，在6月中旬至7月初达到年度

峰值）。今年价格在3月中旬达到6.57美元/磅，此后已下跌14%至本周均价5.65美元/磅。过去七周

价格一直低于去年同期水平，本周价格较去年同期下跌21%，但较2024年同期上涨8%。去年该产

品的价格在7月第一周达到7.58美元/磅的年度高点。

           牛碎肉批发价格

50%牛碎肉价格在4月下半月开始上涨，七周前达到1.92美元/磅，为去年7月以来最高。六周前价

格稳定在1.92美元/磅，随后五周下跌至两周前均价1.85美元/磅。价格企稳后持稳于1.85美元/磅，

本周上涨2%至1.89美元/磅，较去年同期上涨30%，较2024年同期上涨141%。

两周前，美国国内90%牛碎肉价格达到创纪录的4.60美元/磅，上周小幅回落至4.57美元/磅。本周

价格反弹0.6%至4.60美元/磅，较去年同期上涨18%，较2024年同期上涨28%。进口90%牛碎肉价格

在11月中旬达到创纪录的4.01美元/磅，此后已从高点回落（但仍处于历史高位）。本周进口90%

牛碎肉价格环比下跌0.5%至3.78美元/磅，为今年1月以来最低，较去年同期上涨11%，较2024年同

期上涨33%。

           牛肉产量、活牛屠宰量及牛只体重

本周牛肉预估产量为4.689亿磅，环比下降2.1%，同比下降2.8%。2026年初至今牛肉产量同比下降

5.4%。

本周预估活牛屠宰量为52.4万头，环比下降1.7%，同比下降6.4%。年初至今活牛屠宰量同比下降

8.1%。

本周牛只宰前均重为1,465磅，环比减少5磅，同比增加56磅。胴体均重897磅，环比减少4磅，同

比增加34磅。

           现货阉公牛价格及活牛期货

现货阉公牛价格在6月中旬达到近263美元/百磅的创纪录水平。上周五现货阉公牛价格环比微涨

0.2%，但本周五价格较上周五下跌0.9%（-2.23美元/百磅），均价为254.15美元/百磅。

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美国农业部（USDA）上周发布了最新的《世界农产品供需预估报告》。

           牛肉产量及出口展望

美国农业部将2026年牛肉产量预测从5月展望下调0.4%至1,154万吨，主要由于第二季度阉公牛和小母牛屠宰速度放缓，较去年同期下降2.2%。

尽管可出栏牛只数量仍高于去年同期水平，但这几乎未能对周度屠宰量产生提振作用。换言之，谷饲牛供应短缺并非限制牛肉产量的主要因素。关

键在于屠宰厂和育肥场盈利能力恶化导致周度屠宰下降。因此，美国农业部已多次下调2026年第一和第二季度的牛肉产量预测。

目前，育肥场中待出栏牛数量已达到创纪录高位。然而，由于屠宰产能不足，美国牛肉产量预计仍将下降。因此，美国农业部当前的预测可能仍属

乐观，因为私营机构分析师预计2026年牛肉产量降幅更大，接近3%。

由于牛肉供应紧张，美国牛肉出口量预计将较2025年下降9.2%。

            猪肉产量及出口展望

美国农业部在3月报告中预测2026年美国猪肉产量将较为乐观地增长2.5%，但在后续报告中，美国农业部逐步下调了预测。在最新报告中，美国农业

部基于胴体体重同比增加，将2026年猪肉产量预测较上月小幅上调至1,270万吨，预计同比增长1.5%。

美国猪肉出口量预计将较2025年水平增加4.0%。

Compared to last week, values increased for the belly (+2%) primal, but values decrease for 
the other pork primals: loin (-2%), picnic (-2%), rib (-2%), ham (-4%), and butt (-12%).    
 
        Wholesale Ham (Bone-in and Boneless) Prices
Heavy bone-in ham prices reached $0.92/lb. in mid-April, the highest since December. Prices 
then decreased through mid-May when prices averaged $0.81/lb. for the week ending May 16.  
Prices started to rebound three weeks ago and rebounded to $0.88/lb. last week. This week, 
prices decreased by 7% from last week to an average of $0.822/lb., which was down 29% from 
last year and down 6% from 2024. Reported spot boneless, boxed rollout ham prices can be 
volatile on thin trading volumes. This week, the trading volume was 42,000 lbs., up from 
40,000 lbs. last week and from 27,000 lbs. two weeks ago. Prices traded in a range between 
$1.34 and $2.03/lb. this week for an average of $1.50/lb., which was up 2% from last week. 
This week, prices were down 19% from last year but up 3% from 2024.   
 
        Wholesale Pork Loin Cut Prices
Performance for pork loin cuts has been mixed with vacuum-packed bone-in loins and cen-
ter-cut boneless loin prices trending lower over the last two weeks while pork tenderloin prices 
reached the highest level in recent years. Prices for ¼ inch trimmed vacuum-packed loins 
reached $1.05/lb. two weeks ago, which was the highest since early March. Prices then eased 
1.3% over the past two weeks to an average of $1.04/lb. this week, which was down 4% from 
last year and down 19% from 2024. Prices for boneless, center-cut, strap-on loins dropped 
more sharply over the last two weeks and decreased by 9% to $1.27/lb. this week which was 
down 8% from last year and down 16% from 2024 and was the lowest since 2022. Pork ten-
derloin prices, on the other hand, averaged $2.00/lb. for the last two weeks, up 8% from last 
year and up 13% from 2024 and the highest since 2022.  
 
        Pork production, Hog slaughter and Hog weights
Weekly estimated pork production was 524.2 million lbs., down 0.9% from last week(           ) 
but up 3.2% from last year.  

Weekly hog slaughter was 2.402 million head, down 0.8% from last week(            ) but up 1.3% 
from last year.  

Live weights averaged 292 lbs., steady with last week but up 4 lbs. from last year. Dressed 
weights averaged 218 lbs., also steady with last week but up 4 lbs. from last year. 

        Cash Hog Prices and Lean Hog Futures
Cash hog prices increased by $1.42/cwt from last Friday to an average of $95.27/cwt. Lean 
hog futures contracts traded at: June: $92.53 (-$1.77 from last Friday), July: $97.45 (-$1.35), 
August: $96.35 (-$0.88), and October: $81.38 (-$2.07).  

        Pork Export Volume 
From May 29 to June 4, 2026, U.S. pork exports increased 13% from the previous week to 
34,199 tons, of which exports to China was 3,273 tons, up 15% from the previous week.

         Choice/Select Beef Cutout
The Choice beef cutout reached a record high of $4.14/lb. the first week of September 2025. 
Prices decreased for nine consecutive weeks from the beginning of November through early 
January, but the Choice cutout then trended higher for five weeks through early February. The 
cutout then edged lower in mid-February, before trending higher for four weeks and reaching 
$4.02/lb. in mid-March, the highest since mid-September. The cutout then trended modestly 
lower over the following three weeks before stabilizing in mid-April. The cutout then trended 
seasonally higher through last week, reaching $3.94/lb., but this week it eased just 0.2% to an 
average of $3.93/lb., which was up 5% from last year and up 23% from 2024. Prices continue 
to be supported by record domestic demand and lower production levels. In mid-March, the 
Select cutout reached a new record high of $3.95/lb. The cutout then trended lower over the 
following four weeks. The Select cutout then increased slightly from mid-April through mid-May, 
but it has been decreasing over the past four weeks. This week, the cutout decreased 2% from 
last week to an average of $3.75/lb., which was the lowest since February. The Select cutout 
was up 4% from last year and up 25% from 2024 this week.   

         Choice/Select Spread
The Choice/Select spread widened from $10.01/cwt last week to $17.37/cwt this week, which 
was the widest spread since November (as demand seasonally increases for Choice steak cuts 
during grilling season). This compared to a spread of $12.45/cwt last year and $17.56/cwt in 
2024. The share of fed beef production grading Select was only 8.6% year-to-date, down from 
12.3% last year, while the share grading Choice was 72.9%, down just slightly from 73.0% last 
year. For the week ending June 6, 9.1% of fed beef production graded Select, down from 12.5% 
for the same week last year.      

 
         Prime Beef Production and Cutout
The share of fed beef production grading Prime is up massively from last year’s already high 
levels.  From January through the week ending June 6 (the latest available data), 15.6% of fed 
beef production graded Prime, up from 11.7% last year. The share of fed beef production grad-
ing Prime has been over 15% for 13 out of the last 14 weeks (and has been over 17% for six 
out of the last eight weeks). The share reached a record of 17.21% for the week ending May 
16. For the week ending May 23, the share is estimated at 17.07%, and for the week ending 
May 30, it is estimated at 17.19%. For the latest week (ending June 6), the share was estimated 
at 16.0%. The weekly Prime cutout value is published on Mondays in the comprehensive beef 
report, so the latest available Prime cutout is for the week ending June 5. That week, the Prime 
cutout averaged $4.01/lb., up 5% from last year and up just 9 cents/lb. from the Choice cutout. 
Year-to-date, the Prime-Choice spread was just 16 cents/lb., down from 40 cents/lb. last year 
on the relative increase in Prime availability.    

         Choice Beef Primal Values
Compared to last week values increased for the Choice rib (+3%) and flank (+1%) primals, 
while values trended lower for the Choice brisket (-1%), chuck (-1%), loin (-1%), round (-1%), 
and short plate (-2%) primals.  

         Wholesale Choice Boneless Top Butt Prices: 
Boneless top butts are one of the outliers in the beef complex with prices trending mostly lower 
since mid-March (whereas prices typically seasonally increase from March to an annual price 
peak from mid-June-early July). This year, prices reached $6.57/lb. in mid-March. Prices have 
since decreased by 14% to an average of $5.65/lb. this week (which was down slightly from last 
week).  Prices have been below year-ago levels for the last seven weeks, and this week, prices 
were down 21% from last year but up 8% from 2024. Last year, prices reached an annual high 
of $7.58/lb. the first week of July.  

         Wholesale Beef Trim Prices
50% beef trim prices increased in the second half of April and reached $1.92/lb. seven weeks 
ago, which was the highest since last July. Prices held steady at $1.92/lb. six weeks ago and 
then decreased for the following five weeks to an average of $1.85/lb. two weeks ago. Prices 
stabilized and held at $1.85/lb. last week before increasing 2% this week to $1.89/lb., which 
was up 30% from last year and up 141% from 2024. Two weeks ago, domestic 90% beef trim 
prices reached a new record of $4.60/lb. before easing slightly last week to $4.57/lb. Prices 
rebounded by 0.6% this week back to $4.60/lb., which was up 18% from last year and up 28% 
from 2024. Demand remains strong and supplies are tighter for domestic lean beef due to 
smaller cow slaughter. Imported 90% beef trim prices reached a record $4.01/lb. in mid-No-
vember, but prices have adjusted down from that record (although they remain historically 
high). This week, imported 90% beef trim prices decreased 0.5% from last week to an average 
of $3.78/lb., which was the lowest since January.  Prices were up 11% from last year and up 
33% from 2024. Imported beef trim from countries except Mexico and Canada was subject to 
an additional reciprocal duty of at least 10% from April through mid-November 2025 when Pres-
ident Trump ordered the immediate removal of reciprocal tariffs on beef (among other select 
products), so 90% lean imports no longer have an additional tariff. And beef is exempt from the 
temporary 10% global tariff imposed since February 24.   

         Beef Production, Cattle Slaughter and Cattle Weights
Weekly estimated beef production was 468.9 million lbs., down 2.1% from last week and down 
2.8% from last year. 2026 year-to-date production was down 5.4% from last year. Weekly esti-
mated slaughter was 524,000 head, down 1.7% from last week and down 6.4% from last year. 
Year-to-date slaughter was down 8.1% from last year. Live weights averaged 1,465 lbs., down 
5 lbs. from last week but up 56 lbs. from last year. Dressed weights averaged 897 lbs., down 4 
lbs. from last week and up 34 lbs. from last year. 

         Cash Steer Prices and Live Cattle Futures
Cash steer prices reached a record of nearly $263/cwt in mid-June. Last Friday, cash steer 
prices edged up 0.2% from the previous week, but this Friday, cash steer prices decreased by 
0.9% or -$2.23/cwt from last Friday at an average of $254.15/cwt. Live cattle futures contracts 
traded at: June: $249.88 (-$0.20 from last Friday), August: $241.18(-$0.47), and October: 
$233.80 (-$0.33).   

        Beef Export Volume 
From May 29 to June 4, 2026, U.S. beef exports increased 50% from the previous week to 
15,239 tons, of which exports to China was 7 tons.

U.S. Quarterly Beef Production Forecast
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U.S. Quarterly Pork Production Forecast
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The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) released its latest World Agricultural Supply and Demand Estimates (WASDE) report last week. 

        Beef Production and Export Outlook 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) lowered its 2026 beef production forecast by 0.4% from the May outlook to 11.54 million metric tons, citing 
slower slaughter rates of steers and heifers in the second quarter. This represents a 2.2% decline from the previous year. 

Although the number of market-ready cattle remains above year-ago levels, this has had virtually no impact on increasing weekly slaughter volumes. In 
other words, a shortage of fed cattle supplies is not the primary factor limiting beef production. Rather, the key constraint is reduced weekly slaughter 
rates resulting from deteriorating profitability among packers and feedlots. As a result, USDA has repeatedly lowered its forecasts for both the first and 
second quarters of 2026. 

Currently, the volume of cattle on feed awaiting market placement has reached a record high. However, due to limited weekly slaughter capacity, U.S. 
beef production is still expected to decline this year. Therefore, USDA’s current forecast may still be considered optimistic, as private analysts are project-
ing a larger decline of nearly 3% in 2026 beef production. 

U.S. beef exports are forecast to decline by 9.2% from 2025 levels due to tight beef supplies. 
 
        Pork Production and Export Outlook 
USDA initially projected a relatively optimistic 2.5% increase in U.S. pork production for 2026 in its March report. However, the agency has gradually 
revised its outlook downward in subsequent reports. In the latest report, USDA slightly increased its 2026 pork production forecast from the previous 
month based on heavier carcass weights, projecting production at 12.70 million metric tons, up 1.5% from the previous year. 

U.S. pork exports are expected to rebound by 4.0% compared to 2025 levels.
